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ABSTRACT 

In response to the proposed expansion of I-73 through Marion County, the South Carolina 
Department of Transportation (SCDOT) and Marion County created funding to be administered by 
the South Carolina Department of Archives and History (SCDAH) for the completion of a 
countywide historic resources survey of Marion County.  The findings of the countywide survey will 
be used as a planning tool for a wide variety of purposes, including: county, state, or regional 
preservation initiatives; the identification of historic sites, districts or landscapes for possible 
nominations for the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP); and to provide an inventory and 
data for preservation education and outreach within the county. 

New South Associates was selected by SCDAH to perform the countywide historic resources survey, 
excluding the proposed I-73 corridor.  Brockington and Associates surveyed the proposed 
transportation corridor, approximately an eight-mile swath stretching from the central, northern 
border of Marion County to the northeast border of the county.  This document discusses the historic 
context and resources recorded by New South Associates.  Survey results from both studies are 
incorporated into an appendix at the end of this report. 
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I.  INTRODUCTION 

The South Carolina Department of Transportation (SCDOT) and Marion County have provided 
funding to the South Carolina Department of Archives and History (SCDAH) to perform a 
countywide historic resources survey of Marion County.  Marion County is located in the northeast 
corner of South Carolina, bordered on the north by Dillon County, on the west by the Great Pee Dee 
River, and on the east by the Little Pee Dee River (Figure 1).  Its long and rich history has produced a 
wealth of historic resources from the colonial period to resources associated with the recent past. 

While the impetus for the funding was planning for the future I-73, a new interstate highway, which 
is planned to begin in Michigan and terminate in South Carolina, and which will cross cut Marion 
County, the findings of the countywide survey will be used as a planning tool for a wide variety of 
purposes including: county, state, or regional preservation initiatives; the identification of historic 
sites, districts or landscapes for possible nominations for the National Register of Historic Places 
(NRHP); and to provide an inventory and data for preservation education and outreach within the 
county.  SCDAH, the coordinator and review agency, selected New South Associates to perform 
the countywide historic resources survey, excluding the proposed I-73 corridor study area.  The 
proposed corridor, approximately an eight-mile swath stretching from the central, northern border of 
Marion County (roughly between Sellers and Highway 917) to the northeast border of the county 
(roughly between Highway 501 and County Road 406/Harrington Road), was inventoried by 
Brockington and Associates.  The full results of the I-73 corridor survey are presented in a separate 
report.  In addition to New South Associate’s recommendations and corresponding SHPO 
concurrence, NRHP recommendations and the corresponding SHPO concurrence for the I-73 
corridor survey are summarized in the results section, Chapter V, of this document.  

New South Associates surveyed 680 resources between August 2 and December 6, 2006.  Of 
those surveyed resources, New South Associates recommends that 22 individual properties be 
considered as eligible for listing on the NRHP and that seven properties be added to the Marion 
Historic District.  The following chapters describe these resources, the survey findings, and the 
recommendations.  Survey data from the Marion County survey and the I-73 corridor study can be 
found in Appendix B.  The SHPO concurrence letter and eligibility determinations can be found in 
Appendix C.

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II. METHODS 

RESEARCH 

Historical research was conducted in Columbia, South Carolina at the SCDAH, where Historic 
Structure Surveys and NRHP nominations were reviewed to locate previously recorded historic sites 
in Marion County.  Previously recorded sites, once identified, were plotted on USGS topographical 
maps of the county.  Colonial-era land grants and maps, Revolutionary War and Civil War-era 
probate documents, and United States Census records were also examined. 

At the University of South Carolina, Columbia, in the South Caroliniana Library and Thomas 
Cooper Map Library, eighteenth, nineteenth and twentieth-century maps, including Mills’ Atlas, 
railroad, Sanborn Fire Insurance maps, and South Carolina highway maps, were examined.  
Secondary source economic and social histories were also consulted.   

In Athens, Georgia, twentieth-century topographical and South Carolina highway maps for Marion 
County, located at the University of Georgia Map Library, were examined.  At the Fisk University 
Archives in Nashville, Tennessee, school insurance cards were reviewed for information concerning 
Rosenwald Schools constructed in Marion County.  The South Carolina Historic Preservation Office 
provided photocopies of the Rosenwald School insurance cards.  

Local Marion County archives, located in the Marion County Records Building and the Marion 
County Public Library, both in the city of Marion, were searched for local histories and previously 
recorded historic sites, along with secondary source information concerning Colonial-era land 
grants and maps, Revolutionary War and Civil War-era probate documents, and twentieth-century 
newspaper clippings.  Personal interviews were also conducted with local residents and historians 
of Marion County.  On May 15, 2006, a public meeting was held in Marion County to inform 
county residents of the survey undertaking and to collect information from residents concerning 
important historic sites in the county.   

SURVEY 

The county was divided into sections based on physical features, mainly roads and highways.  An 
architectural historian and an assistant systematically surveyed each section between August 2 and 
December 6, 2006.  The architectural historian recorded the resources built prior to 1965 on SC 
Intensive Survey Forms in the field using a Tablet PC computer while the assistant recorded locations 
and visual information using digital photography.  Although this survey was primarily an 
architectural survey, New South Associates also evaluated cemeteries that appeared to be 
historically significant.  The age of the building and structural resources was evaluated based on 
materials present on the building or structure, as well as the massing (size, shape, and form of a 
building) of the building or structure.  The age of cemeteries and churches was usually determined 
by the dates on gravestones or cornerstones.  Highway and topographical maps dating to before 
1965 were also consulted to determine the approximate age of resources.   
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New South Associates preliminarily evaluated all resources for eligibility for listing on the NRHP.  
The NRHP is the official federal register of properties that are historically and/or architecturally 
significant.  Resources are evaluated under four criteria: A, B, C, and D, as outlined in 36 CFR Part 
60, National Register of Historic Places, Nominations by State and Federal Agencies and 36 CFR 
Part 800, Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, Protection of Historic and Cultural Properties.  
The four criteria for evaluation are: 

A. Properties that are associated with events that have made a significant contribution to 
broad patterns of our history; 

B. Properties that are associated with lives of persons significant in our past; 

C. Properties that embody the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, or method of 
construction or that represent the work of a master, or that possess high artistic values, or 
that represent a significant and distinguishable entity whose components may lack 
individual distinction; and 

D. Properties that have yielded, or may be likely to yield, important information in prehistory 
or history. 

The survey was conducted from the public right-of-way and all eligibility assessments were based 
on exterior architectural details, setting, outbuildings, and other features visible from the public right-
of-way.  Survey forms and photographic prints, which meet NRHP archival standards, were 
produced for the SCDAH and for the Marion County archives.  
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III. HISTORICAL CONTEXT 

Marion County is an agricultural county settled in the Pee Dee region of South Carolina.  Since its 
earliest days, Marion has maintained its rural character.  The current countryside is rich with 
reminders of the county’s agricultural history, including small churches, cultivated and fallow fields, 
tobacco barns, and rural schools, all scattered throughout the landscape. 

European settlement in Marion County was slow to be established.  Originally part of the Craven 
County backcountry, Marion County remained all but wilderness until nearly 1800.  As the 
backcountry population gradually increased, Marion County began to emerge as an important 
agricultural area of South Carolina.  English Protestants and likely a few French Huguenots settled 
along trading paths, Catfish Creek, and the Great and Little Pee Dee rivers, developing farms and 
plantations of various sizes that were worked by families and by slave labor.   

The topography and soil dictated an economy based on agriculture (Godbold and Williamson 
1923:18-20).  Nearly the entire county is located below the Fall Line, resulting in a lack of 
waterpower and thus a lack of early manufacturing development (Godbold and Williamson 
1923:36-37,42).  Cotton, tobacco, and for a short time indigo, became the staple cash crops, 
beginning with indigo at the onset of European settlement, which was quickly replaced with 
tobacco.  Tobacco was grown for a brief period before cotton emerged as the leading cash crop, 
remaining so for nearly the entire nineteenth century.  In the twentieth century, tobacco again 
developed into the dominant cash crop, creating a culture and landscape that grew on the existing 
cotton plantation structure (Godbold and Williamson 1923:17; Prince 2000:51; Sellers 1902:22-
23; United States Census 1902).  The story behind these changes is presented below. 

EARLY SETTLEMENT  

Prior to the mid 1700s, the population of the area that would be Marion County was extremely 
sparse (Godbold and Williamson 1923:11).  The first European settlers to arrive in South Carolina 
were under the direction of William Sayle, who was also the first governor, near Port Royal in 
1670.  By 1680, a settlement had been established in what is now Charleston.  Charles II granted 
charters in 1663 and 1665 for the land that became South Carolina to: Edward, Earl of Clarendon; 
George, Duke of Albermarle; William Lord Craven; John Lord Berkley; Anthony Lord Ashley; Sir 
George Content; and Sir George Content, William Berkley and John Colleton (Sellers 1902:1-2).  
Sir John Yeamans, traveling from England to Barbados then on to the colonies, brought the first 
black population to South Carolina in 1671, introducing slavery to the colony (Sellers 1902:1-2).   

The Carolina province was divided into three counties in 1682: Berkley, Colleton, and Craven.  
Berkley County reached from the Stono River, around Charleston to Seewee Creek, now Awendaw 
Creek, to where it emptied into Bulls Bay.  To the south of Berkley was Colleton County, reaching to 
the Combahee River, and to the north was Craven County, from which Marion would eventually be 
created.  Granville County was laid out later, between the Combahee and Savannah rivers (Figure 
2; Godbold and Williamson 1923:7; Stauffer 1998:1).

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French Huguenots first arrived in South Carolina in 1680.  Fleeing from persecution in France 
caused by the 1885 revocation of the Edict of Nantes by King Louis XIV, Huguenots continued to 
arrive in South Carolina, some settling Charleston but many moving north to Craven County.  By 
1692, five of the six delegates from Craven County were Huguenots.  To quell the disgruntlement of 
the English settlers at being outnumbered in the assembly by the French, Berkley and Craven counties 
were combined into one election district.  At the Third Assembly of the colonial government in 
1696, there was only one Huguenot representative present, instead of the five that had previously 
attended (Edgar 1998:50-51; Sellers 1902:52-53). 

Population of the counties remained small throughout the Colonial period, limiting legal necessities 
and regulating governmental and judicial activity to Charleston.  Until the Revolutionary War, 
county designations were merely a means to locate land grants and militia command areas.  The 
inconvenience of a government and legal system located in Charleston became increasingly 
prevalent as the backcountry population rose.  In 1721, the General Assembly approached the issue 
by instituting the County and Precinct Courts, which would rule on “small civil claims and criminal 
cases whose punishment fell short of life or limb” (Stauffer 1998:1-2).   

By the mid-1760s, lawlessness in the backcountry had become rampant.  In response to the disorder 
and to the colonial government’s inaction, backcountry vigilantes began to retaliate against outlaws 
roaming the countryside.  By October 1767, the vigilantes had banded together to form the 
Regulators.  The colonial governor was less than supportive of the Regulators, regarding them as 
merely another band of outlaws; however, the Regulators were representative of a substantial 
segment of the backcountry population.  Between 3,000 and 6,000 men were members of the 
Regulator movement, most of them being small planters owning farms of several hundred acres, 
which they cultivated with the help of their families.  The leaders of the movement were slaveholders, 
regional captains instead of a single commander-in-chief.  On November 7, 1767, a petition 
written by Charles Woodsman, regional captain of Camden County, was presented to the 
Commons house.  The petition listed 23 requests including the construction of “courts, courthouses, 
jails and schools – institutions that would help bring order and stability to the backcountry” (Edgar 
1998:212). 

By 1768, the County and Precinct Courts had become defunct.  The petition from the Regulators 
increased the pressure on the General Assembly to pass an act dividing the land into seven judicial 
districts (Godbold and Williamson 1923:7; Stauffer 1998:2). Georgetown, Charleston, and 
Beaufort districts were created below a line running southwest to northeast about 50 miles from the 
coast.  The Georgetown District, from which Marion County was eventually created, stretched from 
the North Carolina boarder to the Santee River.  Each district had a courthouse town, six of which 
were named after their respective districts, the exception being Cheraws where court was held in 
Long Bluff (Stauffer 1998:2). 

Among the first European settlers in what is now Marion County were the Godbold, Gasque, Davis, 
Britton, Fladger, and Giles families.  Settlement patterns originated along Catfish Creek and trading 
paths, as well as the Pee Dee rivers (Marion Historical Society 1976; Mills 1825; Sellers 
1902:66,75-77).  Communities grew up along at the intersections of trading paths, creeks, and 
rivers, facilitating commerce in agricultural products (Marion Historical Society 1976; Mills 1825; 
Bethea 1882).  John Godbold landed at Georgetown in 1735.   
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Following what was a Native American trading path, Godbold attained a land grant about a half 
of a mile south of the current city of Marion.  Near the same time that Godbold acquired his land 
grant, another group of Englishmen were settling in Britton’s Neck, about 20 miles south of 
Godbold’s land between the Little Pee Dee and the Great Pee Dee rivers (Godbold and Williamson 
1923:8; Marion County Historical Society 1976).  The settlers at Britton’s Neck were 
“communicants of the Established Church of England,” and had brought with them their pastor, Dr. 
Robert Hunter, as well as bricks for building the foundation of a church which would be called All 
Saints (Godbold and Williamson 1923:8).   

A second group of Episcopalians created a settlement called Sandy Bluff along the Great Pee Dee, 
building Prince Frederick Church.  This settlement was abandoned after a short time, likely due to 
malaria.  In 1736, Nathaniel Evans and his wife, both of whom had come from the Welsh Neck 
colony in Cheraw, established Tart’s Mill, which was later called Moody’s Mill.  English colonists 
who had come down from Virginia settled most of the upper part of Marion County, an area that 
would later become Dillon County (Godbold and Williamson 1923:8-9). 

These early settlers were farmers who took advantage of the rich soils for the cultivation of food and 
cash crops, and of the abundant range lands to raise livestock, both for domestic and market 
consumption.  While there is mention of a few slaveholders near 1735, which would suggest the 
early existence of one or two plantations, the majority of these first pioneers probably inhabited 
modest log structures situated on small farms on their land grants (Godbold and Williamson 
1923:18-20; Sellers 1902:29-30). 

Indigo was first introduced to South Carolina in the 1740s by Eliza Lucas, who received the plant 
as a gift from her father, George Lucas, governor of Antigua.  A bounty act passed by the British 
parliament in 1747 paid six pence per pound on indigo raised and the colonies and imported 
directly to Britain.  Just before the Revolutionary War, South Carolina was exporting 1,107,660 
pounds of indigo (Sellers 1902:22-24).  Within the area that was to become Marion County, “it is 
certain that indigo was planted and cultivated as a money crop” (Sellers 1902:25).  Near the close 
of the eighteenth century, competition from the East Indies had lowered the price on indigo causing 
its decline as a cash crop (Sellers 1902:22-24).  Indigo ceased to be a staple crop by 1796 and 
was grown only for domestic use (Edgar 1998:270).   

As early as the 1670s, tobacco had been grown in South Carolina (Rogers 1984).  Early crops, 
however, were wrought with low yields, poor quality, and stiff competition from Virginia and North 
Carolina (Edgar 1998:270; Rogers 1984).  Cotton eventually overtook tobacco and was cultivated 
as a cash crop in Marion County from the Colonial Era well into the 1890s (Godbold and 
Williamson 1923:17; Prince 2000:41,51; Sellers 1902:18-24).  

The topography of the county also provided an excellent range for cattle and swine.  Raising stock 
for market was possibly the most profitable venture for early residents, as it required little operating 
capitol or labor.  The economy surrounding Britton’s Neck likely was based on raising livestock, 
for sale rather than on crop cultivation.  Cattle were driven to Charleston and several other markets 
along the coast.  Markets as far away as Philadelphia were also viable sources of income for Pee 
Dee region ranchers (Sellers 1902:29-30).   
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REVOLUTIONARY WAR 

During the Revolutionary War, there were no military units from Marion County (then Craven 
County) as European settlement in the area was nearly non-existent; however, there were several 
soldiers from the area that served in the Continental Army and various partisan militias.  Acts of 
aggression carried out by Tories and British sympathizers impacted the area far more than did acts 
carried out by the British Army (Godbold and Williamson 1923:11; Marion County Historical 
Society 1976). 

General Francis Marion, the Swamp Fox, fought his first skirmish with the Tory Cavalry, under the 
leadership of Major General Micajah Gainey, near Port’s Ferry on the Big Pee Dee River, four miles 
south of Greshman, South Carolina.  Marion’s forces fought against Tories and British soldiers 
again near Port’s Ferry (near the Ariel Crossroads), at the Battle of Blue Savannah.  Colonel Hugh 
Giles, the highest ranking military leader in eastern South Carolina during the Revolutionary War, 
served under Marion at Blue Savannah, joining in the defeat of the Tory forces commanded by 
Gainey (Godbold and Williamson 1923:12; Marion County Historical Society 1976; Pee Dee 
Regional Planning and Development Council 1972:72). 

The Battle of Bowling Green on June 8, 1782 resulted when Marion’s Patriots ambushed a group of 
Loyalists, lead by Gainey, just south of Moody’s Mill.  Marion’s men forced Gainey and his men 
into a nearby field, where they surrendered to Marion and pledged their allegiance to the colonies 
(Godbold and Williamson 1923:12; Marion County Historical Society 1976; Pee Dee Regional 
Planning and Development Council 1972:71). 

ANTEBELLUM PERIOD 

In 1783, the General Assembly ordered each of the seven court districts surveyed for the division of 
uniform counties.  County courts were established in 1785 and in 1786 most governmental duties 
were transferred from Charleston to the county courts.  While the 1785 act established counties in 
the Cheraws, Camden, Ninety-Six, and Orangeburg districts into counties, the low country districts 
of Georgetown, Charleston, and Beaufort were well entrenched in the parish system, making the 
division of counties there fairly ineffectual (Figure 2).  Georgetown was divided into Kingston, 
Williamsburg, Winyah, and Liberty counties.  Liberty County would become the Marion District in 
1800, named for Revolutionary War hero, General Francis Marion (Figure 2; Godbold and 
Williamson 1923:7; Stauffer 1998:3-4).  The county courts lasted from 1785 until 1799, existing 
on a tiered system in which the county courts made up the base.  Justices of the Peace, not required 
to be legally trained, administered the county courts.  Above them, judges presided over criminal 
and civil cases in the district courts.  The Constitutional Court acted as a Supreme Court (Stauffer 
1998:3,9,13).   

When many of the counties were transformed into districts in 1800, judicial powers were 
transferred to the districts.  Justices traveled between courthouses within each circuit, a system 
designed to allow citizens more access to the courts (Stauffer 1998:4-5).  Prior to 1800, there was 
not a courthouse or a jail located in Marion County, as court proceedings were held in 
Georgetown.  The Judicature Act of 1798 specified that a courthouse and a jail should be 
established in a central location in each judicial district.   
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Thomas Godbold, descendant of John Godbold, gave four acres for the development of a public 
square on which the county buildings would be erected.  The square became the center for the town 
of Gilesborough, named after Colonel Hugh Giles, which would become the city of Marion.  The 
four-acre square was divided into four one-acre squares, defined by the intersection of Main Street 
running north and south along the old Georgetown Road, and Godbold Street running east to west 
along a Native American trail that connected the Great Pee Dee with the Little Pee Dee.  The city of 
Marion grew around the public square on the 409-acre land grant originally given to James 
Godbold in 1769 (Figure 3; Godbold and Williamson 1923:9-10; McLendon and McLendon 
1989, Sellers 1902:60-64, 66).   

The courthouse was not finished in time to house the first court session held in Marion, so instead 
proceedings took place in a log structure on the property of Colonel Giles, two miles south of the 
public square.  Once completed, the first courthouse was a frame structure that remained in use 
from 1800 until 1823, on the current site of the brick Records Building (constructed in 1903), which 
now houses the Marion County Archives (Marion County Historical Society 1976). The current 
courthouse was constructed between 1853 and 1854, as the second courthouse had become 
inadequate (Godbold and Williamson 1923:9-10; Pee Dee Regional Planning and Development 
Council 1972:66; Sellers 1902:60-64). 

An 1825 Map of the Marion District shows that the city of Marion was located at the intersection of 
the two main roads that run diagonally across the county.  At this time several other roads, running 
along the Great and Little Pee Dee rivers and their tributaries, are also noted.  On the Great Pee Dee 
there is only one ferry identified, the Bradley and Britton’s Ferry, located in Britton’s Neck.  Along 
the Little Pee Dee, however, there are four ferries indicated.  The first is the Potato Bed Ferry in 
Britton’s Neck, across from the Bradley and Britton’s Ferry.  The second is Gallwant’s Ferry, a 
previous name for Gallivants Ferry.  Grice’s and Floyd’s ferries are located above Gallwant’s Ferry, 
near what are presently SC 917 and US 76.  Several home sites and a few plantations are noted as 
well, although the overall population density of the county remains light (Figure 4; Mills 1825).   

The population of Marion County in 1830 totaled 11,208, up from 6,914 in 1800.  Of the total 
11,208 residents living in Marion County in 1830, 3,876 (approximately 34%) were slaves.  The 
first black residents of the county were recorded in the 1800 Census, 138 free blacks and 2,155 
enslaved (United States Census 1800).  By 1860, the population of the county had almost doubled 
again, with the major growth occurring in the slave population.  Approximately 46% of the 
population in Marion County consisted of enslaved persons.  This increase in the slave population 
was probably related to a rapid increase in cotton production in the county, which coincided with 
the increase of cotton production throughout the upstate area of South Carolina (Table 1; Schunk 
and Woodward 2000:4; United States Census Records).

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Eli Whitney’s invention of the cotton gin in 1793 revolutionized the cotton industry, increasing the 
amount of cotton that could be processed in a day from a few pounds to a few hundred pounds 
(Aiken 1998: 5, 7, 12-13.)  Within 25 years of Whitney’s invention, cotton had become the staple 
crop of the southeast (United States Census 1902).  Beginning in 1850, southern farmers were 
cultivating cotton over a larger acreage than they were food crops, creating a reliance on the North 
and West for food crops.  The development of rail lines connected southern plantations with western 
farms that were growing corn.  Rail line development along with the rising price of cotton made it 
more profitable for southern farmers to grow cotton and purchase needed food crops.  The 
importation of corn and other supplies did not become common, however, until the 1870s (United 
States Census 1902). 

Between 1750 and 1825, tobacco had gained importance again as a cash crop in the Piedmont 
area of the state, but by 1825, tobacco had been replaced with cotton as the staple cash crop 
(Edgar 1998:270; Rogers 1984).  In the 1840s, an inattentive farmhand on the Slade brother’s 
tobacco farm in North Carolina inadvertently discovered the process for curing Bright Leaf tobacco 
when, after allowing the open fire on the curing barn floor to smolder out, he rebuilt the fire to such 
a temperature that the curing time was cut into days.  Previous to this discovery, curing had taken 
several weeks, the result being a dark leaf of tobacco, much too harsh for use in cigarettes and 
suitable only for pipes, cigars, or snuff.  The development of Bright Leaf tobacco eventually lead to 
the popularity of cigarettes, beginning in the late 1800s.  In order to produce an even temperature, 
tobacco farmers built flues in their curing barns, in which heat was distributed from a central 
furnace through a series of flues running parallel to each other just above the barn floor.  Uncured 
tobacco was hung from rows of horizontal poles, or tier poles, spaced evenly at vertical intervals of 
24 inches.  The bottom row of tier poles was usually six feet off the barn floor to allow clearance 
for the heating flues.  Wood or coal was used to fuel the furnaces.  By adding fuel or increasing 
ventilation, the farmer was able to control temperature (Rogers 1984; Prince 2000:46-52).  As noted 
earlier, tobacco cultivation would come back in favor in the twentieth century. 

An 1811 legislative act appropriated an amount of $300.00 for each public school in the county.  
This legislation was followed in 1814 by the appropriation of $37,000 to be divided among the 
public schools of the county based on population.  The Marion Academy was established in 1814, 
merging with the Marion Graded School in 1887.  The school had grown enough by 1912 to 
necessitate the construction of a “$50,000.00 structure of brick and concrete with an auditorium 
and many classrooms” (Godbold and Williamson 1923:15).  In 1841, Pine Hill Academy was 
established near Sellers.   

Hopwyl Academy was established in 1853, but was closed in 1870 due to a lack of students.  
Mullins High School was established in 1870 and Dalcho, the successor to Hopwyl Academy, in 
the 1880s.  In April of 1898, the Marion Public Library was organized (Godbold and Williamson 
1923:15-17; Sellers 1902:36-40, 44-45).  Though appropriations for public schools were doubled 
during the 1850s, by 1860 only about 50 percent of white children in the state received any sort of 
elementary education.  Laws in the state of South Carolina forbade the education of black students, 
free or slave.  Several slaveholders throughout South Carolina, however, ignored the law and 
educated their slaves anyway (Edgar 1998:299). 

Legislative acts following the Nullification Crisis of 1832 and 1833, reorganized the operating 
structure of the South Carolina State Militia (Edgar 1998:269; Godbold and Williamson 1923:12; 
Sellers 1902:8).  The Marion District was subdivided into townships, which served as “company 
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beats” for the South Carolina Militia (Sellers 1902:9).  High Hill, Maiden Down, Berry’s Cross 
Roads, and Harleesville – all of which are now in Dillon County - formed the upper battalion.  The 
city of Marion (then Gilesboro), Britton’s Neck, Big Swamp, and Jefferys formed the lower 
battalion.  All adult males who were physically sound and between the ages of 18 and 42 were 
required to serve in the militia.  Each man was responsible for equipping himself, as the required 
positions were not compensated, with the exceptions of the Adjutant and the Inspector General of 
the State.  Each company was expected to meet for drill every two months, six times yearly, with 
separate upper and lower battalion musters and a general muster each occurring once a year 
(Sellers 1902:8-10). The Governor of South Carolina was made commander-in-chief; a major 
general for each division was elected, a brigadier general for each brigade, a colonel, a lieutenant 
colonel, and a major for each regiment, and a captain and three lieutenants for each company 
(Godbold and Williamson 1923:12).  This organization of the state militia existed in South 
Carolina until nearly 1860 (Sellers 1902:10). 

CIVIL WAR ERA 

By the onset of the Civil War, the nearly exclusive cultivation of cotton had depleted the southern 
soils.  Low production during the war kept cotton prices high, doubling the price per pound by 
1866, and all cotton exports had to be “bonded to purchase war material” (Edgar 1998:361; 
United States Census 1902). 

While no major battles or skirmishes were fought in Marion County during the Civil War, Sherman 
and his troops did march across the upper end of the county, through what became Dillon County 
(Sellers 1902:65).  A Confederate Navy Yard was established on the banks of the Great Pee Dee.  
Here, under the command of Lieutenant Van Renssalaer Morgan, the wooden gunboat C.S.S. Pee 
Dee was built and launched in November 1864.  In 1865, the C.S.S. Pee Dee was burned by 
Confederate troops to prevent its capture by Union forces (Marion County Historical Society 1976; 
Pee Dee Regional Planning and Development Council 1972).  

A draft was implemented in 1862 by the executive council of South Carolina so that troop quotas 
could be filled.  The state was then divided into four districts, each of which was to provide 750 
slaves each month for the construction of fortifications (Edgar 1998:361).  Many young men from 
Marion County served in the Confederate Army (Godbold and Williamson 1923:12; Sellers 
1902:10-13).  Women left on the home front formed associations to collect and distribute 
provisions and aid to the families of soldiers fighting on the front (Edgar 1989:369).   

Although most South Carolina residents accepted the draft when it was first enacted, by 1863 there 
was rampant draft dodging and desertion, especially in Clarendon, Greenville, Horry, and Marion 
counties (Edgar 1998:363). 

RECONSTRUCTION TO 1900 

After the enactment of the Emancipation Proclamation in 1865, the South Carolina General 
Assembly met in an emergency session on the South Carolina College campus to ratify the Thirteenth 
Amendment.  The following December, the regular session of the General Assembly passed the 
Black Codes, ensuring segregation of whites and blacks through the process of Reconstruction 
(Edgar 1998:383-384).  The white population was in the majority until the 1880s, when the black 
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population of the county, which had been steadily increasing since 1800, surpassed 18,000.  The 
black population continued to increase until the late twentieth century, maintaining a significant 
dominance in numbers over the white population of the county (Table 2; United States Census 
Records.)

An 1882 map shows the towns of Mullins, Mars Bluff, and Little Rock, as well as the city of Marion.  
Many more place names and home sites were developed, as well as several more roads.  The WC 
& A Rail Road connected Florence, Marion, and Mullins (Figure 5; Bethea 1882).  The population 
in 1890 had grown to 29,976, with 14,519 white residents and 15,436 black residents living in 
the county (United States Census Records). 

The 1868 Constitution of South Carolina designated the judicial districts as counties, merging 
courts, districts, and circuits of law and equity courts.  In 1888, Florence County was created from 
parts of Darlington, Williamsburg, Clarendon, and Marion counties (Figure 2; Godbold and 
Williamson 1923:7; Stauffer 1998:4,17-18).  The sudden decline in total population in Marion 
County between 1880 and 1890 is the result of the formation of Florence County from the western 
part of Marion County (Table 2; United States Census Records). 

The 1868 State Constitution also had laid out 18 townships within Marion County for political and 
governmental purposes.  By 1890, the number had dropped to 14 due to changes in the layout of 
the county, namely the formation of Florence County (Sellers 1902:7).  Population records for the 
remaining townships, along with larger towns, first appear in the 1890 census records.  The city of 
Marion, located in the Marion Township, boasts a population of 1,640 in 1890.  By 1900, the city 
of Marion had grown to 1,831.  Mullins, which had a population of 242 in 1890, had grown to 
828 by 1900, an increase that can be contributed to the establishment of the Mullins tobacco 
market in the mid-1890s.  The population of Little Rock was large enough to get it on the map as a 
reference point, but apparently too slight for census records, as was the community of Mars Bluff 
(Table 3; United States Census Records).

Constitutional provision also was made for a statewide public school system, and by 1882 there 
were 3,183 public schools in South Carolina.  After the establishment of the state liquor dispensary 
in July 1893, public school funding came in part from revenue received from the sale of alcohol in 
South Carolina. The Bourbons (conservatives who had resumed political control after 
Reconstruction) had provided equally for black and white students.  Funding for South Carolina 
public schools increased gradually through the 1800s, but was still below the regional average, 
due in part to a lack of qualified teachers (Edgar 1998:408, 420-421, 441). 

After the Civil War, cotton prices remained high for a time, though almost all profits went into 
rebuilding farms that had been ravaged during the war.  Landowners were eager to profit from the 
boom market, but were unable to pay for labor.  Recently emancipated slaves created a population 
without economic status or the capital with which to make it.  The Bureau of Freedmen, Refugees 
and Abandoned Lands, commonly called the Freedmen’s Bureau, acting under the authority of the 
United States War Department, developed the labor contract system, inadvertently setting the 
foundations of southern farm tenancy for the next several decades (Aiken 1998:39-43; Prince 
2000:22-25; United States Census 1902).   

With labor contracts, federal policy makers believed they were creating a system that would ease 
former slaves and slave holders into the realities of free labor.  In reality, labor contracts created a 
framework into which the antebellum social structure was rebuilt.  Freed people were compelled by 
labor contracts to work for a specific landowner for a set time, generally from planting to harvest, 
for which they were compensated by the land owner in the form of weekly food distributions and 
housing.  Wages were settled once the crop was sold.  Federal troops maintained a presence to 
ensure that labor contracts were honored in full (Aiken 1998:39-43; Prince 2000:24).   
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Throughout the Pee Dee Region, federal officers met with local planters in the county seats.  In 
Marion, Colonel George H. Nye of the Twenty-Ninth Maine Infantry met with landowners at the 
courthouse in the city of Marion.  Freedmen’s Bureau agents canvassed the rural areas, addressing 
the concerns of newly freed blacks and negotiating contracts with landowners.  Labor contracts 
varied from location to location reflecting local conditions and specifying various forms of 
compensation, including “cash, crop shares, food and housing, use of implements and draft 
animals, garden space, firewood and other benefits” (Prince 2000:24).  Pee Dee region contracts 
often specified wages payable in produce, and planters in the Marion District promised one third 
of the cotton crop to workers (Prince 2000:24). 

Often, Freedmen’s Bureau agents included clauses in labor contracts requiring landowners to treat 
their workers with “justice and kindness” (Prince 2000:25).  The transfer of free labor ideals from 
northern policy makers to southern laborers and landowners was not a smooth transition.  The large 
size of and tendency toward non-diversified crops on southern farms coupled with remaining 
antebellum racial attitudes were not taken into consideration by northern powers when constructing 
the labor contract system.  From the beginning, the contract system echoed the work patterns of 
slavery, such as gang labor, which focused on groups rather than individuals.  Also, contracts were 
“typically collective, covering many workers on the same plantation” (Prince 2000:26).  Despite the 
inclusion of “justice and kindness” clauses in contracts, many labor contracts also contained 
language designed to maintain antebellum social structures.  Rumors of supposed land grants from 
the Freedman’s Bureau worked to undermine the contract system as well, causing freed blacks in the 
Marion District to refuse to enter into contracts even for half crop compensation, instead choosing to 
wait for bureau agents to distribute land (Prince 2000:27-28). 

In  1887 the first chapter of the Southern Farmer’s Alliance in the state of South Carolina formed in 
Marion County.  There were 60,000 Alliance members in the state by 1890.  The first edition of the 
Cotton Plant, the organization newsletter, also first appeared in Marion County, before it was 
published in Greenville.  The Southern Farmer’s Alliance was maintained for white members, while 
the Colored Farmer’s Alliance was made up of black members.  The Southern Farmer’s Alliance, in 
1889, had a membership consisting of 86 percent farmers; however, only 55 percent owned their 
own farms, as the remaining membership being made up of tenants and sharecroppers.  In the 
Colored Farmer’s Alliance, nearly every member was a farmer (Edgar 1998:431).   

White farmers, while adapting to the essentially free labor consequential of farm tenancy, “had 
acquired little cash capital” (United States Census 1902).  Black tenant farmers and farm laborers 
were a major component in the southern cotton industry.  The demand and price of cotton along 
with the extensive cultivation of the crop lead to overproduction in the early 1870s that – coupled 
with the decrease of demand in the British textile market for raw cotton - caused cotton prices to fall.  
The plummet of cotton prices continued for almost 20 years (Prince 2000:51; Schunk and 
Woodward 2000:3-5; United States Census 1902).  Near the end of the nineteenth century, 
inventions such as the cottonseed planter, the fertilizer distributor, the cotton stalk cutter, and an array 
of plows and harrows allowed for increased production with less labor.  Most tenant farmers were 
unable to finance cotton gins of their own, necessitating the construction of public gins.  (United 
States Census 1902.)  

Toward the later 1800s, farm rental began to replace sharecropping.  By 1900, 61 percent of 
farms were owned by white farmers, black farmers owned only 39 percent.  In the same year, 50 
percent of black farmers were renting while only 29 percent were sharecropping (Prince 2000:38). 
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Owner-operated farms made up only 39.5 percent of the total operating farms in the county in 
1900, down from 56.7 percent in 1890.  Cash tenancy had increased from 31.24 percent in 1890 
to 34.6 percent in 1900.  Share tenancy had increased from 12.06 percent in 1890 to 18.6 
percent in 1900 (Table 4).  Farms with smaller amounts of acreage were usually leased to tenant 
farmers, and in 1900, 39.4 percent of farms, 20 to 50 acres in size, were reportedly producing 
cotton (United States Census 1902).  Black and tenant farmers produced the greatest percentage of 
cotton, according to the 1900 census record, likely due to a higher market value as compared to 
other crops (United States Census 1902).

The average farm size in Marion County in 1880 was 154 acres, 10 to 20 acres less than the 
average acreage of farms in surrounding counties, excepting Horry, which averaged 244 acres, 
and Darlington, which averaged 116 acres.  The total number of farms in Marion County was 
highest of all the surrounding counties.  By 1900, Marion boasted the most acreage per farm, but 
had dropped to third in the total number of farms in the county.  The decline in the number of farms 
can be attributed to the formation of Florence County in 1888, which appears to have taken nearly 
half of the farms once located in Marion County (Tables 5 and 6; United States Census Records).

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Prior to 1890, textile manufacturing in the southern states was close to non-existent as raw cotton 
was transported to northern factories for processing.  The development of cotton manufacturing in 
the south followed the cultivation of cotton from the south to the west.  South Carolina, North 
Carolina, Georgia, and Alabama are the southern states in which cotton manufacturing was as 
significant, or nearly as significant, to their economies as cotton cultivation.  In local southern 
markets the profit per bale varied, but in many instances it was competitive with that of northeastern 
or foreign markets (United States Census 1902).   

As farmland ownership was transferred from farmers to local merchants and factories between 
1880 and 1900, there was a parallel decrease in share tenants and increase in cash tenants. 
Merchant and factory owned lands were often leased at a fixed price.  In South Carolina, the 
number of farms operated by owners in 1880 was consistently lower than that in other southern 
cotton producing states.  In Marion County, this average may be contributed to a larger black 
population, a majority of whom were cash or share tenant farmers.  By 1890, more farms in South 
Carolina, Georgia, and Mississippi were operated by tenants than by owners.  Tenant farmers and 
sharecroppers produced more than half of the southern cotton crop in 1899 (Godbold and 
Williamson 1923:66; United States Census 1920). 

By the 1880s, the rising demand for cigarettes, once a rare commodity, was resulting in the 
reemergence of tobacco as cash crop to replace cotton, as well as the development of new 
technology for the production of cigarettes.  The invention of the cigarette-rolling machine by James 
Albert Bonsack revolutionized the tobacco industry as Whitney’s cotton gin had the textile industry 
(Prince 2000:46-52).  During this time, planters in Marion County began converting cotton fields 
near Mullins into tobacco fields (Godbold and Williamson 1923:66; Prince 2000:51,62; United 
States Census 1920).  On October 1, 1891, the first flue-cured tobacco auction in South Carolina 
took place in the Florence Tobacco Warehouse.  In 1895, the Mullins tobacco market was 
established as more Marion County farmers began to rely on tobacco as their staple crop.  William 
Henry Daniel and Dr. C.T. Ford lead the construction of the Planters’ Warehouse, located in Mullins, 
in 1894.  On August 28, 1895 the Mullins market opened to a packed house.  Several bystanders 
had come by train from nearby towns to witness the auction.  Farmers who had seen their cotton go 
for $.06 a pound were getting up to $.22 a pound for their Bright Leaf tobacco.  As there was no 
bank in Mullins at the time, Daniel had money transported by train from Marion to cash tobacco 
checks.  The opening success of the Mullins market made it the new choice for Marion County 
farmers and prompted several other Pee Dee region towns to open their own tobacco markets 
(Prince 2000:62,67-69).   

Tobacco production in South Carolina in the 1890s grew from 200,000 pounds per year to 
20,000,000 pounds per year, as struggling cotton farmers converted their fields and farms to the 
production of Bright Leaf tobacco.  In Marion County, the production of Bright Leaf tobacco 
jumped from a mere 9,000 pounds in 1890 to 6,145,000 pounds in 1899 (United States Census 
1890, 1900).  At the dawn of the twentieth century, the Pee Dee region was responsible for 93 
percent of the entire tobacco production of South Carolina (Prince 2000:70).  Tobacco sales in the 
Mullins market in 1900 were reported at 4,000,000 pounds (Rogers 1984).  The tobacco market in 
Mullins remained fairly constant from its establishment in the 1890s until the 1970s.  The tobacco 
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warehouses, first frame buildings and later brick, would often occupy entire city blocks.  Farmers 
would transport their tobacco to the warehouses where it was auctioned to the major tobacco 
companies.  The warehouse owners received a percentage of the profits in exchange for weighing 
and certifying the tobacco, providing an auctioneer, distributing payment checks and then 
delivering the tobacco to the buyers (Rogers 1984). 

Once the tobacco had been cured, the stems had to be removed from the leaves and the leaves 
dried further.  Until the latter half of the twentieth century, this process was carried out locally, but by 
the late twentieth century, the tobacco was shipped elsewhere for processing.  Redrying plants, also 
called stemmeries, were usually smaller buildings than warehouses, built in a variety of types and 
shapes.  As was true of the warehouses, the first redrying plants were frame and later brick 
buildings.  Redrying of the tobacco leaves was necessary to insure that the tobacco contained a 
uniform amount of moisture so as not to become too dry or brittle for processing (Rogers 1984).   

Besides cotton and tobacco, Marion County farmers were growing corn, oats, rye and wheat 
(United States Census Records).  These products were likely kept by farmers or sold locally for 
consumption by humans and livestock.  In 1880, 470,745 bushels of corn, 69,011 bushels of oats, 
2,871 bushels of rye and 9,131 bushels of wheat were harvested in Marion County.  By 1880, the 
production of rye and what had fallen dramatically, while the production of corn had a slight 
decrease in comparison.  The loss in production was likely due in part to the formation of Florence 
County.  The production of oats, however, nearly doubled (United States Census 1880, 1890).  The 
large amount of oats grown in the county may have been used for feed for livestock.  Based on 
census data, Marion County had a fairly large concentration of livestock with a total value 
averaging almost $100,000.00 more than that of neighboring counties in the area (Table 7).  
Between 1880 and 1900, Marion County was in the average range for dairy production in the Pee 
Dee region (United States Census Records).

Brick clay was commercially manufactured in Marion County during the nineteenth century.  Clay 
deposits were located along the Great Pee Dee, on Catfish Swamp and near Mullins, with several 
smaller deposits located throughout the county (Godbold and Williamson 1923:20-21).  Two of the 
largest brick mills in the State of South Carolina were located in Marion County (Godbold and 
Williamson 1923:25).

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EARLY TWENTIETH CENTURY 

Between 1900 and 1920, there was a large movement of the population from rural areas to urban 
areas (Godbold and Williamson 1923:61; United States Census 1920).  By the turn of the twentieth 
century, Mullins contained four tobacco-redrying plants and three warehouses (Rogers 1984).  The 
Imperial Tobacco Stemmery was one of the largest in the state of South Carolina (Figure 6; 
Godbold and Williamson 1923:26).  The Mullins plants employed between four and   
five hundred people.  The employment opportunity afforded by the tobacco industry in Mullins 
undoubtedly contributed to a population increase in the community, from 282 in 1890 to over 
1,000 by 1901 (Rogers 1984).  There were between six and 10 textile mills located in Marion 
County by 1922 (Edgar 1998:459).  The Marion cotton mill was near the city of Marion.  The 
Marion Manufacturing Company was organized in 1904 by a group of Marion businessmen who 
bought the former Ashby Cotton Mills, updating the building and machinery.  The Kershaw Oil Mill 
purchased the Marion Cotton Oil Mill in 1908 from the South Atlantic Oil Company, at which time 
the building was enlarged and new machinery installed (Godbold and Williamson 1923:25).   

By 1923, there were at least six lumber mills located in Marion County, one near Mullins, one at Pee 
Dee, one at Sellers and three near Marion (Godbold and Williamson 1923: 17).  David O. 
Anderson started Anderson Lumber Corporation in the city of Marion in 1912.  In 1923, the 
company employed approximately 300 workers producing lumber, box shooks, and laths.   
Marion also hosted the Bell Lumber Company and the Marion Lumber Company.  The latter was 
located at the intersection of Bluff Road and the road now known as Marshall Street.  Essentially the 
railroad acted as an industrial corridor through the city.  Small one-story mill houses faced the 
railroad.  The rear of the houses looked out over the lumberyard.   

The Mullins Lumber Company, located in Mullins, employed approximately 200 workers in 1923, 
producing lumber from North Carolina pine, gum, ash, cypress, and poplar.  In Sellers, the 
Tilghman Lumber Corporation, established circa 1895 by M. H. Tilghman, employed 
approximately 160 workers in 1923, producing lumber from North Carolina pine and hardwoods.  
Other lumber mills were also in operation in the county during the late nineteenth and early twentieth 
centuries (Godbold and Williamson 1923:24-25).  Three “soda water plants” also existed in the 
county in 1923 (Godbold and Williamson 1923:26). 

Marion hosted other industries: the Marion Chero-Cola Bottling Company and the Marion Coca-
Cola Bottling Company.  The Mullins Pepsi-Cola Bottling Company was located in Mullins 
(Godbold and Williamson 1923:26).  Despite these outposts of manufacturing, the economy of 
Marion County remained agriculturally based throughout the twentieth century (United States Census 
Records). 

While towns such as Marion and Mullins were well established by the beginning of the twentieth 
century, the population in urban areas of the county was still comparatively small as the majority of 
the population remained in rural areas and on farms (Table 8; Figure 7).  This movement may have 
been spurred partially by the desire of middle and upper class whites to maintain a segregated 
social structure, as well as the lure of profit from textile and tobacco processing factories located in 
and near towns.  Many landowners were leasing their farms to tenants and sharecroppers – the 
majority of whom were African American.  In 1920, the black population of Marion County

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numbered 2,663 more than the white population (Godbold and Williamson 1923:61; United 
States Census 1920).  Absentee landowners were able to partake of social and cultural offerings of 
town, while at the same time maintaining the benefits of their agricultural holdings.  White tenant 
farmers were generally young or lower class farmers without the economic means to obtain land of 
their own.  By leasing farms, these less economically stable farmers were able to acquire 
experience and capital that they would later apply to farms of their own (Figure 8; Godbold and 
Williamson 1923:37,69-70).

In 1919, census data shows that 73.7 percent of the population of Marion County was employed in 
agriculture, with 79 percent of the total crop value for 1919 consisting of cotton and tobacco.  Of 
the total population of Marion County in 1920, 83.6 percent was rural.  In 1910, the total 
percentage of farmers in Marion County was 80 percent; between 1910 and 1920 the increase in 
rural population was 18.4 percent whereas the increase in urban population was only 1.2 percent 
(Godbold and Williamson 1923:36-37,65; United States Census 1910, 1920).  Dillon County 
broke from the northern part of Marion County, also called Upper Marion, in 1910, resulting in a 
significant decrease in population between 1900 and 1910 (Table 9; Godbold and Williamson 
1923:7; Stauffer 1998:4,17-18).

A 1939 Marion County highway map shows the towns of Marion, Mullins, Nichols, and Sellers as 
being significant in size, as well as indicating the smaller communities of Centenary and Gresham.  
Several paved state highways are indicated, as well as U.S. Highways 76 and 501.  The county 
population is clustered around the larger communities with the majority of the area remaining rural 
in character (South Carolina State Highway Department 1939).  The population of Marion County 
in 1940 was 30,107, with only 13,287 residents being white and 16,810 residents being black 
(United States Census 1940).

The population of the townships remaining in Marion County after the creation of Dillon County – 
which took the townships of Carmichael, Harlesville, Hillsboro, Manning, and the town of Latta – 
grew steadily.  The cities of Rowell and Woodbury were exceptions to the population increase 
experienced by the rest of the county, losing almost 100 residents each between 1920 and 1930.   
The reason for this decrease in population is unclear, although it is possible that the individuals 
leaving those townships were somehow connected and departed to take advantage of 
opportunities elsewhere. 

The greatest growth was in Mullins, from 1,832 in 1910 to 3,158 in 1930, a growth undoubtedly 
spurred by the growth of the tobacco market there.  The population of the city of Marion was a bit 
less dramatic, from 3,844 in 1910 to 4,921 in 1930.  The population of Nichols increased by just 
over 100 to reach 239 in 1930, and grew to by almost 200 residents to a 690 in 1930.  
Centenary and Gresham, while being significant enough to be noted on the 1939 county highway 
map, where not quite populated enough for entry in the 1930 city population census (Table 10; 
United States Census Records).

The movement to urban areas was also likely influenced by the desires of parents to place their 
children in city schools.  In the early 1920s, there began a progression back to the country by farm 
owners who had discovered that they could achieve higher production rates from their lands if they 
were to operate their farms themselves, rather than leaving it up to tenants.  The condition of rural 
schools, which had in some degree prompted their urban migration to begin with, had improved 
little in their absence (Godbold and Williamson 1923:55).   

After the turn of the century, state funding for public schools began to evaporate.  Only one third of 
the elementary and high school-aged children in South Carolina were attending classes.  A report 
compiled in 1910 by William H. Hand concluded that only 13 of the 166 high schools in the state 
were competent in educating students, both Marion and Mullins high schools made the cut.  Public 
colleges were free to all that claimed hardship until 1916, when “proof of need was required, a 
majority of the state’s public college students paid tuition” (Edgar 1998:463).  In 1917, the 
University of South Carolina became the first accredited university in the state (Edgar 1998:463). 
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Progressives in South Carolina pushed for improved public schools from 1900 to the early 1920s, 
campaigning for new and improved buildings and better-qualified teachers.  Some counties 
increased tax rates for funding, but the distribution of funds fell far in the favor of white students.  
Mostly, improvement of public education was left to individual communities. In rural and mill areas, 
opposition to compulsory school attendance was fierce, as children were needed to earn wages, 
explaining why little had changed in rural schools by 1920.  In 1919, the South Carolina 
Department of Education established an adult education program, supervised by Wil Lou Grey.  In 
its first year, nearly 11,000 adults enrolled in evening classes (Edgar 1998:463-465). 

Between 1912 and 1932, the Rosenwald Rural School Building Program was improving education 
for blacks in the rural south.  Funds donated to the Tuskegee Institute by Julius Rosenwald, president 
of Sears, Roebuck and Company, were approved for use in the creation of a matching grant 
program dedicated to the construction of vocational schools.  With curriculums designed by 
Booker T. Washington, the first Rosenwald Schools were constructed in Alabama between 1913 
and 1914 (National Trust 2006).  By the close of the program, there were approximately 24 
Rosenwald Schools that had been constructed in Marion County (Table 11, Figure 9; Fisk University 
Archives 2006).  The Rosenwald educational program focused on basic literacy and mathematics 
with agricultural and trade programs catering to boys and home economics programs catering to 
girls (National Trust 2006).

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By 1920, Marion County ranked eighth in the State of Carolina for cotton production per acre, but 
only thirty-first in overall production (Godbold and Williamson 1923:66; United States Census 
1920).  Marion County was ranked fifth in the State of South Carolina in 1920 for tobacco 
production, producing 6,700,000 pounds that year.  Although Florence and Williamsburg counties 
outranked Marion in production, Marion County was ranked first in yield per acreage (Godbold 

and Williamson 1923:83; United States Census 1920).  At the same time, tenant farmers operated 
nearly 68 percent of the farms in Marion County, up from almost 65 percent in 1910 (Godbold and 
Williamson 1923:37,42,69; United States Census 1910, 1920).  Only Mississippi and Georgia 
had a higher rate of farm tenancy than South Carolina in 1920 (Godbold and Williamson 
1923:69).   

An unexpected drop in tobacco prices in 1921 prompted most growers to join cooperatives, a 
venture that many had been against during the previous decade (Prince 2000:83-91).  By 1922, 
prices were up again, and they continued to rise until 1926.  Spurred by the expectation of high 
profits, Pee Dee area farmers produced nearly a quarter of a billion pounds of tobacco between 
1926 and 1930, causing prices to fall by a quarter in 1931 (Prince 2000:113-114).  The 
Agricultural Adjustment Act (AAA) of May 12, 1933 created reduction contracts on the premise that 
a restricted crop would cause prices to rise.   

Marion County farmers were quick to sign their land to contract.  As hoped, the AAA pushed profit 
margins up significantly for growers in the Pee Dee at the 1933 market and kept prices on the 
upswing through the end of the 1930s (Prince 2000:141,149,156-158).  In 1938, the AAA was 
revised to set quotas for production, taking advantage of the country’s climb out of the Great 
Depression (Prince 2000:166). 

WORLD WAR II TO 1965 

Although the industrial contributions to World War I and II were limited, Marion County provided a 
significant number of soldiers to both war efforts (Edgar 1998:512-514; Godbold and Williamson 
1923:12-14).  Soldiers returning from World War II created a high demand for better rural 
educational facilities for both black and white students (Edgar 1998:516).  Public schools 
remained segregated until the late 1950s, with black schools educating the most students while 
receiving the least funding (United State Census Records).  In 1950, 80 percent of the population of 
Marion County was black (Edgar 1998:526).  In Clarendon County, School District 22, Briggs vs. 
Elliot was the first twentieth-century challenge to the separate but equal doctrine (Edgar 1998:522).  
With mounting challenges against the separate but equal policy, a rash of new schools were built 
between 1950 and 1960 in the attempt to make the policy a truth.  At the height of segregation in 
the 1950s, there were between 30 and 45 school districts in Marion County alone.  After 
desegregation the number of school districts in Marion County dropped to seven (Edgar 
1998:522,524-525).   

The British government suspended the purchase of all American tobacco by the Imperial Tobacco 
Company at the outbreak of World War II.  Imperial, a major buyer on the Mullins market, had 
stockpiled nearly three years worth of American grown Bright Leaf tobacco, on which the British 
government expected it to draw.  In 1939, Pee Dee tobacco growers were in the midst of the largest 
crop they had produced in several years (Prince 2000:168).  In 1940, growers agreed to sign 
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revised AAA reduction contracts.  The Commodity Credit Corporation (CCC) funded the Imperial 
leaf purchase for the 1939 market season, holding title to the crop and storing it under USDA 
supervision.  This arrangement allowed Imperial to stay on the market and growers to turn a profit 
(Prince 2000:170). 

America’s involvement in World War II stimulated the Pee Dee tobacco economy once again.  
Cigarettes assumed a new rank of patriotism and were endorsed by General Douglas MacArthur.  
“C” and “K” rations for deployed troops included cigarettes and civilian consumption increased as 
well (Prince 2000:172).  Once the war was over, the popularity of cigarettes continued through the 
affluence of the 1950s, well in the later part of the twentieth century. 

By 1954, the communities of Mullins, Nichols and Sellers had grown in size and many of the roads 
had been improved.  The overall land area was still mostly rural and undeveloped (Figure 10; 
South Carolina State Highway Department 1954).  As population of the county leveled off in the 
1960s, the character of the county remained rural, and there was actually a slight decrease in 
manufacturing facilities (United States Census Records).  By 1960, the population of the county had 
leveled off to 32,014, near its present number.  The total number of whites living in the county was 
14,415 compared to the 17,582 blacks residing in the same area (Table 12; United States Census 
1960).

Oil and gas furnaces had replaced many of the wood and coal furnaces in the tobacco barns by 
the 1950s (Rogers 1984; Prince 2000:46-52).  Acreage cuts in the 1950s and the introduction of 
poundage quotas in 1965 marked the beginning of the decline for tobacco production in Marion 
County (Prince 2000:183-184).  Most of the finish processing of the tobacco leaves was done 
locally until the 1980s, when large tobacco companies purchasing semi-dried leaves started 
sending them elsewhere for final processing, further diminishing the tobacco economy in the county 
(Rogers 1984).  Public health campaigns concerning the risks associated with tobacco use were 
begun in the 1970s and have continued to significantly impact the profit margins of tobacco 
farmers in the area (Prince 2000:187-190).  Tobacco is still grown today in Marion County, and 
crops pre-sold to major tobacco companies, but the days of cash crop tobacco farming have long 
since passed.

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IV. RESOURCE INVENTORY 

PREVIOUSLY RECORDED RESOURCES 

Marion County resources date from the Colonial period well into the twentieth century.  Thirty-four 
previously recorded resources were identified in Marion County.  Of the 34 previously recorded 
resources, four are agricultural, four are archaeological sites, six are bridges, four are churches, six 
are commercial buildings, and eight are residential.  There is also one cemetery, one civic 
building, and one educational building.  These resources, identified from previous surveys, are 
listed in Table 13 below. 

Although 23 Rosenwald schools have been identified though twentieth-century school insurance 
cards on file in the Fisk University Archives, there was no documentation of the schools in the 
SCDAH site survey or NRHP files.  The school insurance cards provided only the school name and 
the approximate dates of construction; no locations for any of the schools were provided.  For a 
listing of Rosenwald schools constructed in Marion County, along with their approximate 
construction dates and possible locations please refer to Table 11 and Figure 9.  Only Cedar 
Grove School, described later, may have been identified within the survey area.

Two previously recorded districts were identified in Marion County: the Marion Historic District and 
the Mullins Commercial Historic District.  The Marion Historic District, listed in 1973 with a 
boundary increase in 1979, consists of 93 buildings and 1,150 acres in the city of Marion.  
Railroad and North Wilcox avenues, North Main and West Dozier streets, and Wheeler, Lee, and 
Arch streets roughly define the boundaries of the district.  The Marion Historic District possesses 
significance in the areas of architecture, military history, education, politics and government, and 
commerce.  Activities in the district have had a major role in shaping Marion County from Colonial 
times through the twentieth century, creating a period of significance that spans from 1800 to 1924.  
Architectural styles present in the district include both Greek Revival and Queen Anne. 

The Mullins Commercial Historic District, listed in 2003, consists of 38 buildings and 126 acres in 
Mullins, and runs along portions of Main, Front, and West Wine streets.  The period of significance 
for the Mullins district spans from 1875 to 1949, mirroring the development of the tobacco culture 
of Marion County.  The main area of significance for the Mullins district is commerce and trade; 
however, the district possesses significance in the area of architecture as well, incorporating styles 
such as Classical Revival and buildings designed with Late Victorian aesthetics.   

SURVEYED RESOURCES 

Historically an agricultural area, the landscape of Marion County reflects the patterns created by 
landowner, sharecropper, and tenant farmers.  The majority of agricultural lands appear to be in 
the central and northern end of the county, with the southern tip of the county consisting of more 
wooded and swamp areas.  While landowner-operated farms appear throughout the county, most 
occur toward the northeastern portion of the county.  These farms tend to be large, tobacco 
producing operations with houses dating from the late nineteenth to the mid-twentieth century.  The 
land and buildings associated with these farms appear to be fairly intact.  Survey data for this area 
is limited as the eight-mile wide, I-73 survey corridor lies within the northeastern portion of the 
county where the potential for the preservation of such agricultural landscapes and associated 
buildings exists.  As noted, identified resources located in this area are included in Appendix B. 

Also prevalent in the landscape is a deep religious tradition illustrated by the numerous churches 
and cemeteries located throughout the county.  Despite the age of many congregations in Marion 
County, brick churches represent the large majority of resources from 1955 to 1965.  Cemetery 
dates spanned from the mid-1800s to post-1965.  Although several Rosenwald schools were 
constructed in Marion County during the early half of the twentieth century, none were located 
during the survey; however, a handful of schools that demonstrate the evolution of public education 
in the county were documented.   

The larger municipalities of Marion County include Sellers, the city of Marion, Mullins, and Nichols. 
The area south of Highway 76 in the city of Marion may potentially contain some significant 
African-American neighborhood resources, including commercial and religious properties; 
however, more historical research is necessary to confirm these speculations.  Also, the area 
contained by Canal Road, McEachern Heights, Withlacoochee Avenue, and Baptist Street may 
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potentially contain a ranch house district.  The area was not surveyed, however, based on the 
massing, architectural details, and materials of the houses, the development suggested a 
construction date of post-1965.  Smaller communities that contain significant resources include 
Rains, Centenary, Britton’s Neck, and Gresham.   

Eight resource types were identified in the survey.  These building types and their sub-sets are 
identified in Table 14 below.  Each sub-type is discussed in detail following Table 14.  Figures 11 
through 29 illustrate examples of these resource types.

RESIDENTIAL STYLES AND SUB-TYPES 

Within the residential building type, 16 styles and sub-types emerged.  While specific residential 
styles occur mainly in the city of Marion, Nichols, and Centenary, basic vernacular house types are 
common throughout Marion County.  Residential styles identified include Greek Revival, Queen 
Anne, Gothic Revival, Colonial Revival, and Prairie.  House types identified included central 
hallway, front gable, gable-ell, pyramidal, saddlebag, bungalow, shotgun, single and double pen, 
minimal traditional, ranch, and folk vernacular.  Greek Revival is the most common house style in 
Marion County, but by far the most common house types in Marion County are the bungalow and 
central hallway types, followed by minimal traditional and ranch type houses. 

In the agricultural areas of the county, Greek Revival style houses were usually found on larger, 
landowner operated farms dating from the mid-1800s.  These farms tended to be concentrated 
more toward the north central and northeastern part of the county.  Front gable and extended porch 
bungalows dating from the early to mid-twentieth century tended to be located on small to mid-sized 
owner-operated farms.  In the city of Marion and Centenary, neighborhoods of circa 1950 to 1960 
front gable bungalows, presumably related to hired tobacco farm labor, were identified.  These 
neighborhoods are discussed in detail in Chapter V.  Toward the central and southern part of the 
county, former tenant and sharecropper farms became more common.  House types on these farms 
were generally central hallway, gable-ell, pyramidal, and saddlebag types.   
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More modern house types, such as minimal traditional and ranch types, were usually located in 
more concentrated neighborhoods on the edges of municipalities such as the city of Marion and 
Britton’s Neck.  Several late ranches, as well as an occasional small trailer park, were also 
scattered between the intersections of Highways 41, 378, and 908.  Due to the modernity of these 
residences, they were not documented.  Ranch type houses that were judged to be post 1965 
included those with concrete block foundations and horizontal massing. 

The most southern tip of the county is heavily wooded and swampy; it is used mainly for hunting 
and fishing.  The Woodbury Township, located south of Sampson’s Landing on Woodbury 
Court/State Road 49 consists of a handful of front gable bungalows, minimal traditional, and 
ranch type houses.  Near the Woodbury community there are small collections of simple, single and 
double pen frame houses, intermittently mixed with trailer home, scattered along Woodbury 
Court/State Road 49.  These communities appear to be used seasonally for hunting, fishing, 
boating, and similar activities.   

Central Hallway 

The central hallway sub-type consists of single-story structure with a central hallway with rooms on 
side, a lateral gable roof, a full shed or hipped roof front porch, and usually two chimneys.  
Chimneys were internal, placed symmetrically along the ridgeline, or external, placed in the centers 
of either gable end (Figure 11a).  This residential sub-type dates from the late nineteenth to early 
twentieth century and is common throughout Marion County.   

Greek Revival 

The Greek Revival style is concentrated in and near the city of Marion.  This style house is identified 
by fairly steep pitched gable roofs with cornice lines emphasized by wide, divided bands of trim, 
entry or full width front porches supported by round or square columns with stylized capitols, and 
door surrounds consisting of narrow transoms and sidelights made up of square or rectangular 
panes.  Massing may be similar to a two-story central hallway plan, a gable-el or a bungalow and 
the house may be one or two-stories.  The structure tends to be frame with weatherboard or shiplap 
siding, set on a brick pier foundation.  Chimney placement varies (Figure 11b).  This style dates 
from the last half of the nineteenth century. 

Front Gable 

Front gable sub-types consist of simple frame structures, usually with weatherboard siding, set on 
brick or concrete block piers or on wood sills laid directly on the ground.  The entry is in the gable 
side and there is no porch.  Simple stairs of wood or concrete may be present on houses with pier 
foundations (Figure 11c).  This sub-type dates from the late nineteenth to the mid-twentieth century 
and is fairly rare within Marion County.   

Gable-ell 

A derivative of the central hallway plan, the gable-ell sub-type was also present throughout Marion 
County, although it was far less common.  Gable-ell houses were typically frame structures with a 
modified central hallway plan; a lateral gable shaped into an “L”, giving this sub-type its name.  
These houses were usually sided with weatherboard or shiplap and set on brick pier foundations.

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Some houses of this type had been covered with synthetic siding and their foundations had been 
filled with either brick or concrete block.  Chimney placement varied between external chimneys 
positioned at a side gable, to interior chimneys positioned at the el-intersection.  Porches were 
placed along the recessed section of the “L” and were generally shed roofed (Figure 12a).  This 
residential sub-type also dates from the late nineteenth to early twentieth century and is most common 
in the southern and western areas of Marion County. 

Pyramidal 

Pyramidal house types are square and consist of four rooms massed together, or a modified central 
hallway plan with two rooms on either side.  These houses have frame structures and siding that 
ranges from weatherboard to shiplap to asphalt roll.  The foundations are generally brick pier with 
external brick chimneys on the side or rear elevation and a pyramidal roof.  Shed or hipped roofed 
porches generally ran along the full length of the front of the house and sometimes one or more sides 
(Figure 12b).  This sub-type dates from the late nineteenth to early twentieth century and is present 
throughout Marion County.   

Queen Anne 

Identifying features of Queen Anne style houses include an irregular roof and massing, and a 
partial or full asymmetrical porch, sometimes wrapped around two sides, with decorative millwork 
and verge board.  The roof tends to be steeply pitched with a dominant gable on the front elevation 
in which patterned shingle work is usually placed.  The Queen Anne type houses found in Marion 
County were in the city of Marion and consisted of two-story frame structures with brick 
foundations, varying chimney placement, and 1/1 sash windows (Figure 12c).  The style dates 
from the early twentieth century.   

Gothic Revival  

Two Gothic Revival style houses were identified in Marion County.  Features that define the Gothic 
Revival style in Marion include steeply pitched roofs with front cross gables, and full-width, one-story 
porches that wrap around two sides.  One of the houses has patterned shingle work in the gables, 
as well as decorative millwork and verge board is on the porch post and along the eaves marking 
the transition from Gothic Revival to Queen Anne.  The houses are frame structures with brick 
foundations and shiplap or weatherboard siding.  Chimneys are interior and symmetrical with one 
chimney placed toward the peak of each side gable (Figure 13a).  This style dates from the early 
twentieth century.  Examples of Gothic Revival style houses were found only in the city of Marion.   

Colonial Revival 

Colonial Revival style houses in Marion County are characterized by rectangular massing with side-
gabled or hipped roofs and an accentuated portico surrounding the front entry.  Window opening 
and chimney placement tend to be symmetrical (Figure 13b).  This style can be frame or brick 
construction and usually was found within the larger communities of Marion County, although some 
examples were discovered in more rural settings.  Examples of this house style date from circa 
1900 to 1950.

Saddlebag 

A central chimney flanked by rooms on either side defines saddlebag type houses.  The massing of 
this house type is usually rectangular with a lateral gable roof.  There may be two separate exterior 
front entries, or a single front entry that opens into a foyer from which the two rooms may be 
accessed.  These houses are generally frame construction with shiplap or weatherboard siding, set 
on brick or concrete pier foundations (Figure 13c).  Saddlebag houses are more common in rural 
settings and date from circa 1900 to 1940. 

Bungalows 

By far, the most re-occurring sub-type in Marion County was the bungalow.  The bungalow sub-type 
emerged in three distinct variations throughout the county.  The first type is a single-story, hipped 
roof, frame structure, two to three bays wide and approximately three bays deep.  Foundations are 
generally brick or brick pier.  Front porches are recessed and supported by plain posts or posts on 
brick piers.  Chimneys tend to be interior and there is often a hipped dormer in the front elevation 
(Figure 14a).  Hipped roof bungalows date from circa 1915 to 1950. 

The second type consists of front gable bungalows.  These bungalows have essentially the same 
massing as the hipped roof bungalows with the addition of full shed or hipped roof front porches 
and one to three external chimneys along the side and/or rear elevations.  Early front gable 
bungalows tended to be frame construction and set on brick pier foundations (some of which had 
been filled with brick or concrete block), while later bungalows were often concrete block 
construction and set on concrete piers or concrete block foundations.  Earlier frame structures were 
sided with weatherboard or shiplap while those built closer to the 1950s were often sided with 
asbestos shingle.  Chimneys tended to be brick in frame structures and concrete block in masonry 
structures (Figure 14b).  This house type was common from the early 1910s until the late 1960s.   

The third type consists of front gable bungalows with front porches that extend into a porte cochere 
or a wrap around porch on one side (Figure 14c).  Usually a frame structure rather than masonry, 
this sub-type was common from the mid-1920s through the 1950s.  The bungalow seemed to 
indicate a tenant farmer or farm laborer status while the bungalow with the extended porch 
appeared indicative of landowner status.  In the cities of Marion and Centenary, districts comprised 
of mid-twentieth century bungalows, likely constructed to house farm laborers for the tobacco 
industry, were recorded.  These districts are described in more detail in Chapter V.  

Shot Gun 

Shotgun type houses are characterized by rectangular massing, one room wide and two or more 
room deep, and were most commonly found in the communities of Rains and Marion.  These 
houses are set on brick pier foundations with frame construction, shiplap siding, and front gable 
roofs.  Porches are wooden and run nearly the full length of the front elevation (Figure 15a).  The 
majority of shotgun houses were built during the 1910s and 1920s, but were still being constructed 
into the 1940s.

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Prairie 

One Prairie style house was recorded in Marion County in the community of Centenary.  The house 
was purchased as a Sears’ “kit” house in 1920, according to the current owner.  Prairie type 
features present in the architecture of the house include a low-pitched hipped roof, hipped dormers 
in all four elevations, and a full width front porch with a hipped roof.  The house has a frame 
structure set on a brick foundation and two exterior brick chimneys (Figure 15b). 

Single and Double-Pen Hunting Cabins 

Small, frame, single and double-pen houses were found in the southern tip of Marion County, near 
the Woodbury Rod and Gun Club.  These simple frame structures were grouped together in 
communities of four to eight and appeared to be recreational or subsistence hunting and fishing 
cabins.  The houses were set on brick or concrete piers and were often sided in asphalt roll or 
asbestos shingle (Figure 15c).  This sub-type was typical from the early to mid-twentieth century. 

Minimal Traditional 

Minimal traditional type houses in Marion County consist of frame and concrete block structures 
with concrete slab or concrete block foundations and lateral gable roofs.  This house type tends to 
be square in massing.  Frame structures are often sided with asbestos shingle, although some are 
sided with shiplap.  Most have only a front stoop or entry porch (Figure 16a).  This residential sub-
type dates from the mid-twentieth century and is generally associated with post-World War II 
housing.  Minimal Traditional house types are common throughout Marion County.   

Ranch 

This sub-type was commonly built from 1950 to the mid-1980s.  Ranch type houses in Marion 
County were only surveyed if they appeared to have been constructed before 1965.  Most ranch 
type houses were found in or near the community of Britton’s Neck and the city of Marion.  
Structural features indicative of pre-1965 Ranch type houses include the presence of a brick or 
concrete slab foundation with a frame structure rather than a concrete block foundation and 
structure.  Ranch type houses tend to be rectangular in massing.  Other features, such as sash versus 
ribbon windows and brick veneer siding with a hipped roof, were also taken into account when 
surveying Ranch type houses.  Most had only front entry porches and several had engaged carports 
on one side.  Many of the entry porches and carports had decorative iron column supporting them 
(Figure 16b).   

Folk Vernacular 

Folk vernacular structures are characterized by the lack of a specific plan, type, or style.  Two such 
structures were recorded in Marion County.  The first, a structure, appears to be a frame side porch 
that was removed from a larger structure and converted into a freestanding gazebo on concrete 
piers.  The second is a two-story frame house with an irregular plan.  The house is vacant and 
exhibits a variety of siding including weatherboard and asphalt roll.  It also has a multiple gabled 
roof and an interior chimney.  Both of these buildings appear to date from circa 1950 (Figure 
16c).

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AGRICULTURAL 

Agricultural landscapes are common throughout Marion County.  Although there are examples of 
large to mid-sized owner-operated farms throughout the county, as discussed earlier, these farms 
appear to be concentrated in the northeast and north central parts of the state.  It is also in these 
areas where large, family farms tend to still be fully functioning, cultivating tobacco and corn.  With 
the exception of the a few nineteenth-century farms that are no longer functioning but have 
maintained much of the land associated with the original farmstead (such as the Swintz Farm, Site 
U/67/0671, and the Larimore farm, Site U/67/0613, both discussed below), a typical farm in 
Marion County will often have an older house dating from the early twentieth century (not 
necessarily the original house), as well as a later house that usually dates to the 1950s or 1960s.  
The older houses were generally central hallway, pyramidal, or hipped roof bungalows, while the 
newer houses were typically front gable bungalows with extended porches.  It is likely that these 
newer houses were built by the second or third generation on family land during the tobacco boom 
of the late 1940s and 1950s.  The influx of landowners back to the farms from the towns and cities 
during the late teens and early twenties may also explain the decidedly twentieth-century look of 
many farms in Marion County.  Generally both the old house and the new house have been 
remodeled several times to keep up with trends in housing aesthetics; changes in roof lines, the 
application of synthetic siding, the relocation or removal of chimneys, enclosed porches, and 
additions were common.   

The houses on large to mid-sized landowner-operated farms typically were situated at the central 
hub of the farm, with a barnyard containing structures including crib barns, pack houses, and 
smokehouses located to the side and rear of the house.  Tobacco barns were generally located in 
the fields, further away from the house.  Often tobacco barns were discovered that had no 
discernable association with any house or central farm area, either because they were so removed 
from the main house or because the house that had once stood on the farm no longer existed.  The 
houses of landowners also tended to be further way from the associated fields than tenant and 
sharecropper houses, which were usually directly situated adjacent to associated fields.  Tenant and 
sharecropper houses typically had small crib barns associated with them, if any outbuildings at all.   

Two excellent examples of large to mid-size working farms are the Wise Farm (Site U/67/0883), 
located just southwest of the city of Marion at the intersection of Clint and Foxworth roads, and the 
farm located at 525 Craven Road (Site U/67/0785), west of Centenary off of Terrell’s Bay Road.  
These farms have maintained their historic landscapes, but have lost the integrity of most of their 
buildings through the wear of continued use and remodeling,  Clint and Gerald Wise, father and 
son, live on and operate the Wise Farm, which has been in their family for several generations.  
Clint Wise lives in the 1912 central hallway house on the east side of Foxworth Road, which he has 
remodeled extensively over the years.  Several outbuildings typical of a Marion County farm, 
including garages, a drive-in crib barn that was used as a stable, pack houses, and open sheds 
surround Mr. C. Wise’s house.  Cultivated fields edge the house and barnyard on three sides.  
Tobacco barns stand in at least one of the fields.  Gerald Wise lives on the west side of Foxworth 
Road in a circa 1950 bungalow with an extended porch, which has been altered with a rear 
addition. The family’s land holding is fairly expansive and there are at least two historic tenant 
houses located in their fields along Foxworth Road.   
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Less information is known about the farm on Craven Road; however, the landscape and buildings 
are similar to that of the Wise Farm.  There is only one farmhouse, a circa 1915 hipped roof 
bungalow that was altered in the 1950s.  The adjacent barnyard contains a garage, drive-in crib 
barn, and a pack house.  To the east of the house is a cultivated field with two tobacco barns, one 
of log construction and the other frame construction.   

Although no longer a working farm, the Swintz Farm, located off of Highway 9 northwest of 
Gresham, has also maintained its historic landscape.  While there are some buildings (two crib 
barns and pack house) that have maintained their integrity, most of the buildings have been altered.  
The farmhouse dates to the 1870s, the original portion was already standing when the Swintz 
family bought the farm in the 1880s.  Originally a central hallway, a rear addition was added to 
the house in 1952.  The barnyard area contains two crib barns, a pump house, a 
smokehouse/kitchen (thought to be the original kitchen from the 1870s), and a couple of garages.  
The pack house is situated in a field in front of the house.  The fields associated with farm are 
located to the front of the house and barnyard.  Though the fields have been left fallow, the 
characteristics of tobacco cultivation are still readable in them.  A row of trees separates a fire-
cured tobacco barn from the fields.  The tobacco barn appears to be in its original location, but the 
field in which it sat has been converted into a yard for a modern ranch house (also property 
belonging to the Swintz family).   

The Larimore Farm, located on Bay Road near Cannon Lake, is another non-working farm that has 
preserved the integrity of its historic landscape, but has lost some of the integrity of its buildings.  
The farmhouse is a 1945 ranch-type house that has been remodeled with additions and vinyl 
siding.  There is a smokehouse and three crib barns located to the rear of the house and a fourth 
crib barn located in the field behind the house.  Again, the fields are fallow but maintain the 
characteristics of corn and tobacco cultivation.   

The most common farms, however, tended to be small, landowner-operated farms with minimal out 
buildings, usually a single crib barn near the house, a side-drive or drive-though crib barn located 
some distance to the rear of the house, and occasionally a pack house near the larger crib barn.  
The operational capacity of these type farms varied greatly, with some farms being fully functional 
while only small areas of other were cultivated, if any cultivation was occurring at all.  The houses 
on these farms were generally front gable bungalows or front gable bungalows with extended 
porches, although ranch type houses were common as well.  The house and barnyard areas were 
approximately the same distance from associated fields that the house and barnyard areas of 
larger farms were.  Fields associated with all farms were usually fenced with rough posts and 
barbed wire, if they were fenced at all.  Often fields were edged with wooded areas. 

The most defining elements of Marion County farms, not surprisingly, were the agricultural 
outbuildings in combination with the cultivated fields surrounding them.  Farmhouse types have 
been discussed in the previous section.  Below, the 10 predominant agricultural sub-types present in 
Marion County are discussed, all of which are typical of the southeastern United States lowlands 
and include fire and flue cured tobacco barns, pack houses, various types of crib barns, and 
smoke houses (Noble and Cleek 2004:62 - 75).  Transverse barns and open shed types are also 
present within Marion County.  All agricultural types are located throughout the county.   
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Drive-In and Side-Drive Crib Barns 

These barn types are derived from earlier structures built roughly from log.  Modern versions are 
generally constructed of rough-hewn lumber, are square or rectangular in massing, and may consist 
of one or more pens.  Side-drive crib barns can have a front gable or saltbox roof with the door 
openings in the gable end.  Double-crib barns may have lateral gable, front gable or monitor roofs.  
Foundations for both types can be brick or concrete pier, or concrete block.  Both types have a 
ground level opening through which wagons or truck may be driven (Figure 17).   

Single and Double Crib Barns 

These barn types are identical to drive-in and side-drive crib barns, but lack any openings through 
which a wagon truck can be driven.  Single crib barns are simple, single pen structures with gable 
roofs while double crib barns consist of two adjacent pens.  Door opening are generally in the 
gable end.  Often single-story open or enclosed shed additions have been added to one or both 
lateral sides of the barn (Figure 18). 

Pack Houses 

Pack houses were barns used to store cure tobacco until it could be transported to market.  These 
buildings tend to be frame construction, may be square or rectangular in shape, and are usually 
located near the house rather than in the field.  Square pack houses are difficult to discern from flue-
cured tobacco barns, as they tend to be identical with the exception of larger doors in the gable 
ends at both the first and second story levels, and the presence of multi-paned windows on one or 
more sides (Figure 19a).  Often single-story open or enclosed shed additions have been added to 
one or both lateral sided of the barn.  Two-story drive-in or side drive crib barns, as well as single-
crib barns, are often used as pack houses also.  Pack houses were commonly constructed from 
circa 1900 through the mid-twentieth century. 

Tobacco Barns 

Both fire-cured and flue-cured tobacco barns are two-story, square structures with small, gable 
entries on the ground floor.  Fire-cured barns are generally log construction and measure 
approximately 20 by 22 feet (Figure 19b).  Commonly built during the late nineteenth and early 
twentieth centuries, few fire-cure barns still stand as most were either replaced with frame, flue-cured 
barns or have simply collapsed from neglect.  Flue-cured barns, common during the first half of the 
twentieth century, measure approximately 16 by 20 feet and tend to be frame structures (Figure 
19c).  Several flue-cured barns have had the flues boxed in or removed.  Many flue-cured barns 
have open shed additions on one or more sides.  These shed additions may have shed roofs (usual 
when the addition is only on one side) or hipped roofs (usually when the addition is on two or 
more sides).  Most tobacco barns are in the fields and away from the house.

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Transverse Barns 

Transverse barns are frame construction with weatherboard siding, tend to have concrete block 
foundations and front gable roofs.  Door openings are generally in the gable side and are large 
enough for wagons to pass through.  The function of this barn type tends to be mixed use, 
combining livestock, farm equipment, and harvested crop storage.  Some transverse barns may be 
used as pack house as well (Figure 20a).  These three barn sub-types are generally located near the 
house in the barnyard area. 

Open Sheds 

Open sheds are extremely simple structures consisting of a gable roof supported by posts made 
from rough cut logs (Figure 20b).  These structures tend to be in barnyard or rural areas and appear 
to have been constructed during the mid-twentieth century.   

Smoke Houses 

Smoke houses are small, frame buildings with weatherboard siding and used for curing meat for 
domestic use (Figure 20c).  Only two smoke houses were discovered in Marion County, although 
before the advent of modern meat processing techniques they would have been common to nearly 
every farm.  Smoke houses were usually frame structures with a brick or sill foundation, located 
near the main house in the vicinity of the kitchen. 

RELIGIOUS 

Despite the abundance of religious buildings in Marion County, only three types of front gable 
churches are common in Marion County; although all are front gable buildings, each type each 
varies in architectural detail.  One Greek Revival church was discovered in the northern part of the 
county.  

Greek Revival 

One Greek Revival type church building, Miller’s United Methodist Church (Site No. U/67/0977), 
was recorded in the northern part of Marion County.  The building is a frame structure set on a brick 
foundation with shiplap siding and a temple front, recessed porch supported by wooden columns.  
The two front doors are crowned with pediments and five-paned transoms (Figure 21a).  Adjacent 
to the church is the Miller’s United Methodist Church Cemetery.  The churchyard was the site of a 
Confederate Army encampment during the Civil War.   

Front Gable with Bell Tower 

Front gable with bell tower type churches were found throughout Marion County.  These churches 
were usually brick structures set on brick foundations with a single or dual bell towers located in or 
on each side of the front gable.  This building type dates from the early to mid-twentieth century 
(Figure 21b).

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Front Gable with Steeple 

Front gable with steeple type churches were also found throughout Marion County.  These churches 
were usually brick structures set on brick foundations, but fair amounts were constructed with 
concrete block.  The steeple is located at the peak of the front gable.  This building type tends to 
appear more toward the mid-twentieth century (Figure 22a). 

Front Gable 

Only two plain front gable churches were recorded in Marion County.  Both are simple frame 
structures set on brick pier foundations, with shiplap and weatherboard siding.  The main door 
openings are located in the gable ends with no decorative detail (Figure 22b).  Both buildings date 
from the mid-twentieth century. 

EDUCATIONAL 

Three types of school buildings were recorded in Marion County: front gable, massed plan, and 
irregular-compound plan.  Although only nine school buildings in total were recorded, they represent 
a significant time period in the development of the county and in the development of public 
education in South Carolina, spanning from circa 1870 to circa 1940.  Possibly one of the 23 
Rosenwald schools identified in the Fisk University Archives was located during the Marion County 
survey. 

Front Gable 

Five front gable school buildings, all of which were frame structures, were found during survey in 
Marion County, dating from the late nineteenth century into the early to mid-twentieth century.  A 
fourth site containing front gable support buildings for the Britton’s Neck Elementary School has also 
been included in this category.  These buildings were all long and rectangular in mass, with pier 
foundations and weatherboard siding (Figure 23a).  All had main entries in the gable end.  The 
circa 1870 school found at the Palmer Cemetery and the circa 1930 school building found in 
Centenary both have multiple doors located in one lateral gable side also.   

Massed Plan 

Two massed plan schools were recorded in Marion County, the Old Scotch School and a two-story 
brick school.  The Old Scotch School (Site No. U/67/1065) is located on private property outside 
of Mullins and was moved from its original location.  It is a one-story frame building with 
weatherboard siding and a hipped roof, dating from circa 1870.  It is currently sitting on concrete 
block piers.  The building is in disrepair and the current owner is interested in selling the building to 
anyone who is willing to move it.   

The two-story, hipped roof, common bond brick school located west of Marion is known as the 
Cedar Grove School (Site No. U/67/0904), a Rosenwald School (Personal communication R. 
Maxey Foxworth, Jr. 2007).  It dates from circa 1920 (Figure 23b).  The archival information 
indicates that Cedar Grove was originally a one-story frame building.  In fact all of the Marion 
County Rosenwald Schools files that have photographs show one story frame buildings with the 
exception of the two-story Training School that was described as a four teacher type school and the

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brick Mullins School.  The survey building bears more of a resemblance to the Marion County 
Training School in its height, massing, roof and front elevation fenestration but is a brick building.  
Thus, the historic Cedar Grove photograph in the Fisk University files is either incorrect, which 
seems unlikely as they were fire insurance records, or this is a slightly later replacement building for 
the original one-story frame building.  More research is needed to establish the association, if any, 
with the Rosenwald era.  

Irregular-Compound Plan 

Two irregular-compound plan schools were also recorded in Marion County: The Britton’s Neck 
Elementary School (Site No. U/67/0700) (Figure 23c) and the Rains-Centenary Elementary School 
(Site No. U/67/1079).  Both buildings are brick structures with brick foundations and irregular 
rooflines.  The Rains-Centenary Elementary School is still in use, but the Britton’s Neck Elementary 
School is vacant. 

COMMERCIAL 

Four distinct types of commercial buildings emerged in Marion County.  These building types 
encompass gable front buildings as well as one-part and two-part commercial buildings.  One gin 
building, which appears to be a cotton gin, was discovered in Centenary. 

Front Gable 

Front gable commercial buildings are frame buildings with main front entries in the gable side, 
usually consisting of double doors centered between two picture windows, and with secondary 
doors on the lateral gable sides.  A few of these buildings have an engaged porte cochere on their 
front elevation.  Foundations vary from brick pier to concrete slab, however siding is usually 
weatherboard (Figure 24a).  This building type dates from the late nineteenth into the early twentieth 
century.   

Gin 

One gin building, presumably a cotton gin dating from circa 1925, was located in Centenary.  The 
building has an irregular massing with a frame structure, corrugated metal siding and metal 
windows (Figure 24b).  It appears that all of the machinery has been stripped from the building. 

One and Two Part Commercial Blocks 

One-part commercial buildings are one-story structures and consist of freestanding frame and 
masonry buildings, and masonry buildings that share common walls with adjacent buildings 
(Figure 25a).  Frame structures generally have pier or concrete slab foundations, front facades with 
parapet walls, and weatherboard siding.  Masonry structures are either brick or concrete block; 
some of the facades have been stuccoed.  Two-part commercial blocks consist of two-story brick 
buildings, some of which have been stuccoed and most of which have parapet walls on their front 
facades (Figure 25b).  These commercial buildings date from the early to mid-twentieth century.

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CIVIC 

Five civic buildings were documented in Marion County.  Four of these buildings are related to the 
Masonic organization and are located throughout the county.  The fifth is an emergency services 
building located in Britton’s Neck.   

Front Gable 

Four front gable civic buildings, all of which were Masonic lodges, were recorded in Marion 
County.  These buildings were simple two-story frame structures with shiplap or weatherboard 
siding and entry doors in the gable ends (Figure 26a).  The buildings are spread out through the 
county and date from circa 1850 to 1950.   

Minimal Traditional 

One Minimal Traditional civic building was recorded in Marion County, the EMS building in the 
community of Britton’s Neck.  The building is a brick structure set on a brick foundation with front 
entry doors located at each end of the lateral gable side (Figure 26b).  the building appears to date 
from the mid-twentieth century. 

FUNERARY   

Cemeteries 

Forty-three cemeteries were documented in Marion County.  Cemeteries included in this survey were 
established between 1860 and 1950 and all were church related or family plots.  No formally 
designed cemeteries were identified.  Grave markers were usually granite and typical for the time in 
which they were erected; however, there were a few markers made from brick and concrete (Figure 
27a).   

Vault 

One vault, built for the Davis family in 1932, was discovered in the Palmer cemetery.  The vault is 
brick and concrete construction with a ziggurat roof and wrought iron gate (Figure 27b). 

OTHER 

Pump Houses and Garages  

Pump houses may be frame or brick structures.  The frame pump houses documented in Marion 
County were used to house pumps for industrial use, such as in gristmills; the brick pump houses 
were for domestic use (Figure 28a).  Garages could be frame or brick structures, but were usually 
frame.  These buildings tend to have a brick or concrete slab foundation, weatherboard or shiplap 
siding, and double sliding, hinged or rolling doors in the gable end (Figure 28b). 

Bridges and Lookout Tower 

Three, two-lane bridges along Highway 41 were recorded.  These bridges are typical mid-twentieth 
century construction of reinforced concrete (Figure 29a).  One steel lookout tower, also typical of 
the mid-twentieth century, was located in the vicinity of Old Neck Cemetery (Figure 29b).

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V.  RESULTS 

INDIVIDUAL PROPERTIES  

New South Associates surveyed 680 sites for the Marion County Survey.  Of those sites, 28 
individual properties were identified that met the eligibility criteria for listing on the NRHP, 14 of 
which were determined eligible by the SHPO (Table 15; Appendix C).  No cemetery sites were 
found to be potentially eligible for listing. 

These properties were found to possess significance under Criterion A, for events associated with 
broad patterns of history – mainly agriculture, tobacco production, education – and/or Criterion C, 
for exhibiting distinctive characteristics of a type, period, and method of construction distinctive to 
Marion County and the surrounding region.

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BUNGALOW CONCENTRATIONS 

Marion 

The Marion County survey identified a concentration of 28 bungalows in southeast Marion, 
immediately above Highway 76.  The bungalows are shown on a 1924 Sanborn in association 
with the Marion Lumber Manufacturing Company.  While some of the buildings are still extant, the 
mill is no longer present and the houses have been extensively altered throughout the twentieth 
century.  Given their individual and collective loss of integrity, they were not considered NRHP 
eligible as a historic district. 

Centenary 

The town of Centenary also possessed a concentration of bungalows that may prove to be a 
historic district under Criterion A.  The houses are frame structures with brick pier or concrete block 
pier foundations, hipped roof front porches, exterior brick or concrete block chimneys, and 
weatherboard or asbestos siding.  Most of the windows are 6/6 wooden sash windows, though 
some have been replaced.  Many of the houses have wooden zigzag/ladder columns or 
decorative iron columns on the front porch (Figure 14b).  It is possible that this concentration may 
represent an African-American resource pertaining to the recent history of Marion County; however, 
more historical research is required to confirm this speculation.  Conversations with  local residents 
indicate that the houses may have been built for farm laborers working in tobacco fields of a 
nearby farm.  This association with the county’s major crop during the twentieth century may 
contribute to the historical significance of the neighborhood of bungalows. 

The following streets define the boundaries of the neighborhood: Alive Avenue between Centenary 
Avenue and Centenary Road; Centenary Avenue between Alice Avenue and Pennell Road; Pennell 
Road southwest to Tyndall Road; Tyndall Road southeast to Fulton Road; Fulton Road southwest to 
Johnny Odom Road; and Johnny Odom Road southeast to the railroad tracks (Table 19; Figure 
31).

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VI. RECOMMENDATIONS 

Marion County is an agricultural area by tradition.  Generations of farmers and the social relations 
that grew along with the agricultural economy are reflected in the character of the region.  
Historically, farmers in the area have focused on main cash crops beginning with indigo and 
tobacco in the Colonial period, cotton in the antebellum and Reconstruction eras, and returning to 
tobacco at the close of the nineteenth century through to the present.  Tobacco has defined the 
region in the last one hundred years, altering the landscape in both the built and natural 
environments, evolving from the form and structure of the antebellum cotton plantations, and from 
the tenant farm system that grew out of Reconstruction.  The fields, tobacco barns, and farmhouses 
that define the countryside are reminders of the significant role that Marion County has played in the 
agriculture of South Carolina and the southeastern United States.   

Manufacturing in the county has remained limited throughout its history, consisting of the processing 
of local agricultural materials.  The tobacco warehouses and stemmeries near the traditional 
tobacco markets are indicative of the manufacturing processes that took place in Marion County 
over the last century. With the ascendancy of cotton, and later bolstered by tobacco agriculture, 
Mullins became the county’s commercial hub, while Marion remained its governmental center.  
Marion County schools, churches, and other institutional buildings are also part of the historic 
landscape that developed from the colonial period onward.  These buildings have left a unique 
record in the built environment that reflects Marion County’s changing population and social 
relations.  All of these patterns of history - agricultural, industrial, social, and political - are important 
to the story of Marion County.  Each is interwoven with the others and into the broader landscape.   

These patterns have been preserved and are reflected in the historic resources of the county.  Six 
hundred and twenty resources were inventoried within the study area, which does not encompass 
much of the city of Marion and the I-73 survey corridor.  Twenty-two individual sites have been 
identified as tangible evidence of Marion County’s rich history in the areas of agriculture, 
architecture, education, and commerce.  

PRESERVATION CONSIDERATIONS 

New South Associates recommends that measures to protect these individual properties and historic 
districts, such as local designation and nomination for listing on the NRHP, be taken by local and 
county organizations to preserve the rich and unique history that is so present in the communities 
and countryside of Marion County. 

Data collected by this survey should be combined with that collected by the I-73 corridor study and 
synthesized as a whole to produce a baseline of historic resources in Marion County.  The baseline 
should then be considered when planning future county development projects.   Efforts should be 
made to maintain and preserve resources that make up that baseline, as well as resources that may 
be discovered during the planning process for future projects.

As a historically agricultural area, Marion County’s most valuable resources may be its agricultural 
landscapes, including not only farm buildings and barnyard complexes, but also fields (both 
cultivated and fallow) and farm roads.  Although several of the farms documented by New South 
Associates were not recommended eligible for listing on the NRHP as the material integrity of the 
buildings had been diminished by remodeling or reuse, or perhaps the setting or association had 
been compromised through changes in the surrounding landscape because of development, these 
farms are still tangible and significant elements of Marion County’s history.  The patterns created in 
the landscape by these farms, as well as the continued occupation and use of these farms, are 
integral to the story of Marion County.  One way to preserve these resources is to incorporate 
historic farms and agriculture related sites into a countywide interpretative plan, possibly coupled 
with a driving tour, depicting the agricultural history of Marion County.  Another preservation 
option is to expand public knowledge about the availability of historic tax credits for private 
properties.   

Marion County also has a small but rich collection of historic schools.  While at least one of these 
schools, Rains-Centenary Elementary School, is still in use, others, such as the Cedar Grove School 
and Britton’s Neck Elementary School, are vacant.  For the most part these buildings have 
maintained their historic integrity, although Rains-Centenary Elementary School and Britton’s Neck 
Elementary School have had replacement windows installed; however, this is a reversible change 
that may be remedied with the installation of historically appropriate windows.  The creation and 
implementation of a historically sensitive, adaptive reuse plan for the Cedar Grove School and 
Britton’s Neck Elementary School would allow for the preservation, as well as the continued use, of 
these buildings.   

More historic research regarding late nineteenth and twentieth-century sites and African-American 
resources, particularly in the city of Marion east of Main street and south of Jones Avenue and Zion 
Road (in the area formerly occupied by the Marion Lumber Manufacturing Company), and in the 
bungalow neighborhood on the western edge of Centenary, should be conducted to further identify 
significant resources in these areas.  The loss of historic integrity due to the type of housing and 
building materials indicative of the resources located in these areas makes preservation of these 
resources difficult.  Along with further research, educating the public about the historic importance 
of these resources and the availability of historic tax credits applicable to these properties is another 
preservation option the county may wish to pursue.

therefore, the SHPO encourages readers of this report to alert the National Register Coordinator to 
properties that may have been overlooked during this evaluation.

County in the Spring and Summer of 2008 by David P. Kelly of the South Carolina State Historic 
Preservation Office, and in subsequent meetings by Andrew W. Chandler, Rebekah Dobrasko,
