Memo: The Fort Mill School replaced the "Old Academy," which was located on Bank and Academy Streets and

destroyed by fire circa 1924. This school was known in the community as the George Fish School. The
school was named in honor of Mr. Fish, who advocated for constructing a brick building instead of a wooden
one.

Professor Elliott Littleton Avery served as principal from 1925 until his death in 1938. He was buried in front
of the school. He taught 7th, 8th and 9th grades.

Professor Lemuel B. Moore was the Chief Administrator from 1938-1947. In 1938, Professor Moore
successfully lobbied to expand the school through high school. The 1941 class became the first to graduate
from the school, and the school was closed in 1968. Duke Energy purchased the land where the school stood.

The George Fish School Monument was dedicated on August 31, 2008.

Associated with the George Fish School is the Principal's House. In the School Insurance Photograph there is
an identical front gable addition to the right of the central portion of the house as was originally on the left,
making the house appear symmetrical.
